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Brief History of St. Paul’s
Evangelical Lutheran Church

St. Paul’s Evangelical Lutheran Church was started by a small but determined 
group of German immigrant families. The church was established as a 
congregation on October 3, 1882 in Hammond, Indiana. In 1896, St. Paul’s 
Lutheran School was dedicated near the site of the church in Hammond. 
In 1902 the cornerstone for the Clinton Avenue location was laid and the 
congregation worshiped in this facility for more than 75 years. Changing times 
sent the relocation of the congregation to the present site of the church and 
school in Munster, Indiana. God has richly blessed St. Paul’s Congregation in 
its 139 years of service to the Lord.
